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Directions to Campus
From Chicago

Take 1-94 north to Milwaukee. In Milwaukee, take I-43 north to Green Bay
(3 hours). Take Highway 41/141 north and follow 141 toward Iron Mountain,
Michigan. Three miles past Amberg, Wisconsin, look for the Northland sign.
Turn left (west) on County L. Follow the winding road and signs for five miles.

From Mackinac Bridge

Take Highway 2 west. Stay on Highway 2 until Norway, Wisconsin (about 3
hours). In Norway, go south on Highway 8 to Highway 141. Take Highway 141
south through Pembine (about 25 minutes). Turn right on County L. At the end
of County L, turn left on Pike Plains Rd.

From Minneapolis

Take Highway 8 east to Dunbar, Wisconsin (6 hours). Three miles east of Dun-
bar, look for the Northland sign. Turn right (south) on Lily Lake Road. Follow
Lily Lake Road and signs to Pike Plains Road. Turn left (east) on Pike Plains
Road.
